House of Commons and Westminster
 

	Although the Commons is in recess, committees begin to gear up during September.
As Chair of the Joint Select Committee on Human Rights, I have been working with our staff on our forthcoming inquiry on the issue of a British Bill of Rights; and our ongoing inquiry into access to services for adults with learning difficulties, planning our ‘fieldtrips’, to visit organisations working in this field, and their users.
We also held an ‘on the record’ evidence session with Home Office Minister Tony McNulty MP, on the government’s new plans for counter-terrorism legislation. The transcript can be viewed on the committee’s website.
I have also met Shami Chakrabarti, the director of Liberty, to discuss the committee’s work; and I met with the U.S. embassy, who are also interested in what we are doing, especially as the U.S. Congress has just set up its own human rights committee.
I met with officials from the Cabinet Office, to discuss progress on my private members’ Bill, the Crown Employment (Nationality) Bill; and in particular, to see if we can reach agreement on the amendments needed, after the committee stages debate. The Bill is set for its report and third reading on 19th October.
I attended the reception organised by the Armenian embassy for their national day: I was invited in acknowledgement of the work I do, in trying to secure recognition of the Armenian genocide perpetrated by the Ottomans, at the start of the last century.

I attended the Holocaust Education Trust fundraising dinner, and the  opening of the Ben Uri gallery exhibition, on the victimisation of Jewish art dealers in Nazi Germany.

	I have been following up on the estate visits about which I reported in my last monthly update; much still remains to be done!

I attended the Watling Festival in Montrose Park; and the Spur Road/Stonegrove Estate festival.

I was present at the Council’s launch of the Barnet Finance Initiative, and for once could say complimentary words, about the Council over the plan, which I am working with them, to promote to the government.

I attended Barnet Primary Care Trust’s annual public meeting. I also went to the annual customer service awards, organised by Brent Cross shopping centre; and Barnet College’s annual awards ceremony. I went to the formal opening of Beaufort Park, where the first of the new flats have been completed. 

I met with residents of Goldsmith Avenue/Hyde/Fryent estate, with the police and Council, to listen to concerns over anti-social behaviour. I am pursuing these with the police Borough Commander.

I attended the very interesting evening at the Sternberg Centre, where Jewish and Muslim people come together, to discuss and explore the meaning of Ramadan and Yom Kippur: the message of both faiths was remarkably similar.
Finally, I visited Deborah Lodge sheltered housing, to meet with residents and discuss their concerns.
