House of Commons and Westminster

Parliament resumed after the Christmas recess on the 7th January. 
My main speaking contribution this month was in the debate on people trafficking (click here). As chair of the Joint Committee on Human Rights, I was the first backbencher to be called. I’m pleased the debate has borne fruit, with the Government committing us to ratifying the European Convention against Trafficking by the end of this calendar year.

The Joint Committee on Human Rights has also been very active. We held an evidence session with the Information Commissioner, to look at the problems of data protection in Government (click here for transcript). We’ve also had evidence sessions in support of our inquiry into the Bill of Rights issue.

We’ve been finalising a series of reports, including on the Criminal Justice and Immigration Bill, which has now been published; our report on access to services for adults with learning disabilities, which will be published in the next few weeks; and our committee’s Annual Report, about to be published. We will also be producing a further report on counter terrorism, in the light of the Government’s decision to publish the new Counter Terrorism Bill.
We’ve also had a “first” for any select committee: we have hosted the first ever conference sponsored by a select committee. Ministers and the voluntary sector were invited to discuss the “YL case”. This is the House of Lords case that decided that care homes were excluded from the Human Rights Act.
Also at Westminster, I had informal meetings with London Buses to review the bus services in our area. I also met with Transport for London who have responsibility for the strategic roads, to discuss their projects. 
I met with the Prime Minister for breakfast, just before he went on his visit to India and China, to discuss with him the concerns raised with me by our local communities, so he was fully briefed for his visit. 

I chaired a meeting of the London Group of Labour MPs with Harriet Harman, to discuss parliamentary reform.

I attended the meeting organised by Holocaust Education Trust in the run up to Holocaust Memorial Day.

I also sponsored a meeting in the House of Commons for Yad Vashem, to launch in Parliament their “Guardian of the Memory” project, encouraging MPs to participate in remembering named victims of the Holocaust.

I also met with the Environment Agency and entertained the winning child from my Chanukah card competition, to tea and a special tour of the House of Commons.

I’ve also asked a full range of Parliamentary Questions and supported a wide range of Early Day Motions. For details click, here. I particularly asked a large number of questions on education, health and questions of relevance to pensioners.

I have had a long discussion with Barnet Planning Department to get an update on planning policy, and what is happening at the various sites in the constituency.
