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You have previously raised written to me, about issues of concern to you as a Christian, and so I wanted to write to you to thank you for all that you and your church are doing for our local community.

Throughout my time representing the area in Parliament, I have been impressed by the commitment of local congregations to helping others.

During difficult times – when ordinary people are feeling the pinch of a global economic crisis – the work of local churches is all the more important.  Whether in large scale projects or simply in regular services and pastoral support, you are making a real difference.  In his Easter message to the churches, the Prime Minister said: “I am incredibly grateful for your selfless commitment to helping those in need”.
I am well aware of the excellent and vital work that goes on through local churches, helping people in our less well off neighbourhoods and estates.
The Government also has an important task in these tough times.  The challenges we face are global ones, and that is why Prime Minister Gordon Brown MP has been working to come up with global solutions.  This is important if we are to support hard-pressed families in the UK struggling to make ends meet.  
But Gordon has also recognised that the crisis provides an opportunity to ensure that global markets work much better in the future for the world’s poorest people.  He made this point forcefully at the successful recent G20 summit in London.
