House of Commons and Westminster
A shorter report than usual, this month, as two weeks of this period was accounted for by the Easter recess period (see below).
Nevertheless, there was still a lot going on!

The Joint Select Committee on Human Rights, which I chair, published a series of reports, scrutinising various aspects of Government legislation, with reports on the Criminal Justice Bill and the Health Bill. We reported on the proposed treaty with Libya on prisoner transfer; and on the Government’s ratification, with reservations, on the UN convention on the rights of people with disabilities.

As I reported last month, the JCHR published a report on the Right to Protest, and Policing: this proved rather timely, given the G20 events! This is an issue I expect will be revisited, soon.

There was much coverage of MP’s allowances. I published my figures some time ago, with explanations, including the Additional Costs Allowance, for my press releases on this (click here) and (click here). I have always published the figures, long before the Commons authorities did so.
Meetings at Westminster included with the UK ambassador to Greece, and Greece’s ambassador to the UK.

I chaired a meeting of the All Party Chinese in Britain Group, with those responsible for the 2011 census, to discuss particular issues of relevance to the community.

I met the UK High Commissioner to Namibia; and attended the All Party India Parliamentary Group.

The appalling humanitarian situation in Sri Lanka is getting worse, and I visited the Tamil protestors outside Parliament, to hear their concerns direct.

I’ve also asked a full range of Parliamentary Questions (click here) and supported a wide range of Early Day Motions (click here). 


Further Afield 
I spoke at the British Institute for Learning Disabilities conference on Human Rights, in Oxford.

I attended the Yom Hashoah commemoration, organised by Yad Vashem.

During the Easter holiday, I attended the Inter-Parliamentary Union Assembly, in Addis Ababa, where I had been asked to present a paper on Freedom of Expression. The IPU is an organisation comprising 140 parliaments, from around the world so it was quite an honour to be asked to do, even if Addis would not be a holiday destination of choice! The poverty there is pretty distressing. I was also appointed the IPU facilitator for Cyprus; another of my particular interests.

The visit was also an opportunity to visit some UK Department for International Development projects in Ethiopia, looking at road building, to connect isolated villages; village schools and health centre support; and a local water scheme. All these projects were extremely worthwhile, and making a major difference to the lives of some of the poorest people in a very poor country.


Constituency 
I met with tenants of the Retail Trust (Cottage Homes) to discuss their fears, about the Council’s plan to withdraw sheltered accommodation warden services; and I met with other sheltered tenants, and their proposed lawyer, for a possible legal challenge. I submitted a detailed response to the Council’s consultation, too (click here).

I attended the Hendon Reform Synagogue anniversary service.

I met with the new Chief Executive of Barnet Council.

I attended the ‘ground breaking’ for the new JCOSS school.
