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	DISMORE DEMANDS OFFORD OWNS UP


	Andrew Dismore, Labour Member of Parliament for Hendon, has called upon Conservative candidate Matthew Offord to give a full account of his income from public sources.
Mr Dismore said:

“Whilst Mr Offord’s Council allowances may be in the public domain, he has not published details of his income from the BBC, for which he works.

The BBC is funded by the licence fee, effectively public money raised compulsorily from everyone who has a television.

As Mr Offord is paid by the licence fee payers, the general public, in a way that is little different to MPs funded by the taxpayer, he should publish his income and expenses, paid by the public. 

MPs’ pay has been published for years and it is a matter of public record. I believe we have the right to know just how much of our licence fee money is being paid to Mr Offord.

After all, he has a pretty expensive hobby – ocean yacht racing – way beyond the means of most people in Hendon, including myself!

Moreover, I have heard suggestions that he has a special arrangement with the BBC for time off not just for his Council duties, but also for his Parliamentary candidature, not only for the election campaign proper, but virtually since he was selected as a candidate. 

If this is the case, surely transparency demands he gives full details of all these arrangements, too.”
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
